POLICY STATEMENT

200 – 003
COORDINATOR STAFF NOTIFICATIONS

January 1st, 2009 

PURPOSE:
To outline situations which will require that the fire coordinator tone be activated and appropriate notification of situation be made.

POLICY:

1.
The Fire Coordinator’s staff shall be automatically and promptly notified for the following situations:

a.
Any Mutual Aid Activation – this applies to any incident at which mutual aid is being received by a Cortland County based agency.  Does not include automatic mutual aid for given locations (e.g. Cortland and Homer to Cortland Memorial Hospital)



b.
Any Hazardous Materials Incident



c.
Mass Casualty Incident

d.
Any incident on Route 81 when a fire department has been activated


e.
Any request for the Cortland County Search and Rescue Team

2.
Any time a page for a Coordinator is made, Fire Control shall broadcast a “Clear with said Coordinator” once contact has been made.

3.
The Fire Coordinator’s staff shall also be promptly notified of the following situations.  Dispatchers should exercise discretion as to whether an over the air notification or “call dispatch” type of message should be utilized.

a.
Any fatalities by other than natural causes to which a fire service unit responds



b.
Any suspected or actual “terrorist” event (e.g. bomb threats)

c.
Severe weather warnings

d.
Any request by a department for the Critical Incident Stress Debriefing Team
